1. Minutes from the previous meeting
SJ explained that there was not a full set of minutes available in relation to the meeting held on 8Th December 2016.  
2. Review of a Selection of actual Stop and Search Forms
Below is the selection of forms that were discussed and the panel’s comments:

SSBE-8X6N-46288 – Section 1 search for stolen items, grounds ‘current intelligence’, location on a driveway.  The panel queried where the intelligence came from and was the vehicle on a private driveway, if so did we have a power to search it.  Email sent to officer querying this.  

SSBE-MQ17-46333 – Section 23 Misuse of Drugs Act search for drugs.  Grounds ‘Strong smell of cannabis coming from vehicle’ Outcome ‘No Further Action’.  Not enough grounds for search.  Email sent to officer and Sgt with appropriate feedback.

SSBE – TL20-45990 – S23 Misuse of Drugs Act Search for drugs.  – Good record, good description of grounds. 

SSBE – JXOY-46108 - S23 Misuse of Drugs Act search for drugs.  Good grounds.
SSBE – CN12-45978 – S23 Misuse of Drugs Act Search for Drugs. Good record, lots of information and a positive outcome. 

3. Overview of Stop and Search on BN

PC introduced Sergeant Mark Romney (MR) to the group.  

 

MR explained that currently there are reports that if you are black then you are 4 times more likely to be stopped if you are aged between 16-19 years old.  MR explained that there is a proposal for a representative to come to a panel that represents the demographic of those stopped and to work through some of those issues.

 

MR informed the group of the powers that Police Officers have to stop any vehicle and how this can raise many questions around why a car is stopped in the first place. From early spring these stops will be recorded.  

 

There are fewer stop and searches being conducted on BN than on BE.

 

4. Provision of data and discussion to include arrest rates, type of searches conducted and race proportionality
PC shared the data with the group on a PowerPoint presentation.
 

Slide 8 – showed a concentration of stops in Erdington and Kingstanding.

 

Slide 10 – This explained how the BE and BN data has now been combined and the demographic build of the 2 LPU areas are considerably different.  Combining the data has seen a massive increase on census data for individuals of white ethnic background increase to 51%.  Combining the data has seen only a minimal increase on census data of individuals of an Asian ethnic background increase by 11%.  This would explain the dis proportionality but the figures show it’s in the right areas.

 

PC showed a spreadsheet detailing the stop and searches on Black or Black British persons carried out in December 2016.  
There are 18 stops for this ethnic group in December all of which were conducted on Birmingham East (no searches for North). 
       Out of 18 searches 7 resulted in a positive outcome of either arrest, cannabis warning or Fixed 
       Penalty Notice.
          At least 10 out of the 18 searches were generated as a result of a live log or call from member  

          of the public. 

       Every search was conducted by a different Officer with the exception of one Officer who had     
       conducted 3 stop and searches during December two of which were on Black or Black British    

       males.
5. Force and National Developments
PC confirmed that West Midlands Police is ensuring that proportionality on black searches is being followed.

PC confirmed Section 163 of the road traffic act is imminently to be recorded in a similar way to stop and search

LH expressed an interest in observing a stop and search.  MR will arrange this.
