1. Minutes from the previous meeting
The minutes were agreed.  There was one outstanding item in relation to LH observing a Stop & Search operation.  PC will organise this with LH.

2. Review of a Selection of actual Stop and Search Forms
Below is the selection of forms that were discussed and the panel’s comments:

SSBE- 4D60 - 48317 – The group agree this was a good search record.
SSBE-FBER-48106 – More information requested.  MR to feed back to the Officer concerned and ask why this stop and search was conducted.  
SW asked how partner referrals for interventions were made following a stop and search encounter and that it would be beneficial for the group to understand how the referral portal works.

SJ – to speak with PS Marina Dain Birmingham Partnerships to ask for an input at the next meeting.

There was a discussion regarding how complaints are dealt with and MR confirmed that he views repeat searches by location to ensure there are no irregular practices taking place.
SSBE – VEN5-47989 – The wording on this search was not clear if the person was detained and searched in the shop or away from the shop. MR will gain more information and inform the group of the outcome.
SSBE – 828N-47871 – This was for a search for drugs.  More detail was required for this record.  MR will obtain and report back to the group.  
3. Provision of data and discussion to include arrest rates, type of searches conducted and race proportionality
PC shared the data for February and March 2017 with the group on a PowerPoint presentation which is attached:
 

Slide 2 – showed in February that 40% of those stopped resulted in positive outcomes.

Under Section 23 Misuse of Drugs Act 44% was recorded for February. This figure had reduced since January and had seen fewer drugs searches.
In March there had been 37% in positive outcomes.

Slide 3 – This showed a map of where stop and searches had been conducted on BE.  They had occurred mostly in patrol alert areas particularly where burglaries had taken place. The bulk of the searches had occurred in Stockland Green and Moseley & Kings Heath.  
Slide 4 – This showed a breakdown of the stops done across BE based upon ethnicity.  LH asked if more information could be supplied in relation to Birmingham North only as the data was combined with East and this is making it harder to scrutinise.  There followed a discussion led by PC.  
 

MR led a discussion on the data for Black ethnicity stops in February 17.  The number recorded were 28 which were up by 17 on the expected number of 11. MR had been through all the records and reported that 12 of these 28 had resulted in positive outcomes. 8 of those 28 were calls for services by members of the public.  
The slide for March 17 was showing that 7 stops had been conducted to date on Black ethnicity which was showing as one over the average expected.

MR confirmed that he is seeking the views of young people and is liaising with a group in Acocks Green who meet every half term and give their feedback.  The next meeting is due at Easter.  Their feedback would be brought back into this meeting in future.

PC confirmed that the force gold group were due to meet later on in the month and therefore had no further updates at this time.
