	I.A updated the group regarding concerns they had raised at previous two meetings regarding the standard of stop of search grounds was beginning to deteriorate. This has led to issue being raised at Stop and search GOLD and action plan was put in place to address concerns. This entailed bespoke inputs to city centre teams regarding ensuring grounds for stop and search improved. 
Concerns were raised that disproportionality for black communities have increased in the city centre and at the same time outcomes have reduced considerably.

Inspector AHMED thanked the group for raising this issue which has led to a review and change in how stop search is being delivered in the city centre and the outcome and disproportionality rates had improved considerably during the last 4 months. 

This was an excellent example of how stop and search scrutiny was provided timely advice and holding the police service to account.
