He states there is no doubt that disproportionality is occurring and the challenge will be determining why this is occurring. It will take him three years to report back on his findings and they are currently assessing all the stop and search data that WM Police has provided. Another update will be provided at the next PCC commission in Jan 2018.
DJ stated that he is concerned about racial profiling of young black men when it comes to stop and search and this is leading to disproportionality and potential criminalisation of young black men in particular.
