LH – enquired around the below form due to the knuckle duster being recovered - AR confirmed that the property had been recovered and recorded. The offender was bailed to attend a police station at a later date. This negates the need for detaining him in custody. The offender attended the police station and was postal charged with having an offensive weapon in public.

3. Provision of Data and Discussion to include arrest rates, type of searches conducted and race proportionality

AR provided this update to the group via a PowerPoint presentation.  
AR explained that the presentation was not in the usual format that the panel have been used to. This presentation only showed one month’s representation of Stop and Search data. 

LH – asked for the data to be bi monthly and to be showed on consecutive slides to allow comparisons.  AR to action


LH - also asked for year to date data to be shown against current performance year stop and search data. AR to action
There was a general spread of stops across the day and time analysis with the majority of stops attributed to the night time economy hours of business.

The group compared stops month to month and they seem to be consistent, supervisors monitor who is stopped and by which Officer to ensure no-one is being targeted.

Proportionality figures for stops were discussed.  However currently on the data for ethnicity it was showing a decrease for White and an increase of 50% for black and Asian ethnicities. This was being monitored to see if this trend is followed over forthcoming months.
LH asked if Officers get feedback on the monthly stop and search figures and AR confirmed that Supervisors monitor the stop and search behaviours of Officers and where necessary they are given advice.   It is also important to consider what positive outcome has occurred as a result of the stop. There were 70.2% which had no further action and 29.8% with positive outcomes.  

AR gave an overview of the standards and showed forms that did not and explained the process of why the forms now did not meet the standard they did before, due to changes in recording data. Retrospective stops and searches – the officers who conducted these were spoken to. This feedback stopped the retrospective data recording, but there are occasions when retrospective recording is required and this is now below the specified parameters.

SW mentioned trend was not shown on the current presentation to able to get the best feel of the outcomes – whether this is showing in a positive light or whether the trend was downward. AR – went through this trend data later in the presentation – action completed.
