Thank you for your Freedom of Information request in which you asked:

FOI Q1.For the new post of Police Complaints Review Manager please confirm the number of applicants who managed to submit their applications by Monday 11th November and, as the role covers 3 police areas, please confirm the geographical origin of the applicants and the gender of the applicants.

FOI Q2.Please disclose the communications between the OPCC WM and the OPCC Warwickshire and OPCC West Mercia to see how the arrangements were discussed.

FOI Q3.Regarding drink driving police officer ( PC Cope 5058 ) misconduct report `FINDING, Proven - Gross Misconduct : OUTCOME,Proven - Gross Misconduct`you advise that the outcome is the responsibility of the Chair and, as the police refuse to respond to me, please confirm who was the Chair of the hearing and their outcome decision.  

Following receipt of your request, one of my officers contacted you for clarification on FOI Q2 in regards to what communications you were requesting. You clarified that the communications you were requesting were those which showed how the Police Complaints Review Manager role was initially suggested and agreed to be a shared role between the three police forces.

In response to your request, I will take each point in turn.

FOI Q1 response:

FOI Q2 response:
Please find attached the report which proposed the arrangements for this post which has been approved and finalised.

FOI Q3 response:
Please be advised that this information was not held by the Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner at the time of receiving your request. However, in order to be of assistance, I have contacted West Midlands Police to obtain this information.

This was a special case hearing, chaired by the Chief Constable and resulted in the dismissal of the police officer.

At the time of providing clarification on your FOI, you also raised:

‘I presume that this is a new post, which you can confirm, and I am confused as to whether the PCCs  previously considered it unimportant to have a police complaints review procedure as part of their responsibilities or whether there is a system currently in place which is now being made more efficient by the joint sharing of facilities.’

Please be advised that this is a new post created to support a legislative change in the way police complaint reviews are handled. It is likely that Police and Crime Commissioners over the country will be recruiting to a similar post. Please see the response to FOI Q2 for further information.
