	Operation Guardian and Operation Septre 
Update from GB about the number of arrests, stop and search and intelligence submitted during October’s operation Guardian.  Operation Septre including visits to schools were discussed.  BM raised that she attended schools in Wolverhampton around stop and search and had positive feedback from some police officers that were present during these talks.  BM encourages young people to know their rights in regards to stop and search.   SF raised the policing of the recent Coivid protest and that 12 arrests were made.
