March 2019


	SF gave updates around the Local priorities

On-going enquiries into the recent shooting events 

Community reference groups are working to establish the reasons behind the recent rise in tensions between groups.

Increase in reassurance and proactive patrols through Op Bradenhead supported with covert tactics.

Recent arrest of a known gang nominal with around 200 wraps of class A drugs. This male has also been safeguarded due to his home address being subject to a firearms discharge.

Active Citizen bids for funding on-going.

Op Favour 
A week long Proactive operation targeting vehicle crime.

Resulting in 2 stolen vehicles being seized together with 5 persons in custody relation to stolen vehicles and possession with intent to supply Class B cannabis.

Firearms warrant executed with a live Beretta hand gun being recovered with 200 rounds of ammunition and 200 wraps of Class A drugs. 16 year old male arrested.

The Community Reference Group was discussed as to whether there are enough members and open lines of communication.

SF to discuss with the Superintendent the possibility of increasing the members of Community Reference Group members.

SF to seek an update from Partnerships with reference to Youth Funding.

KK £20,000 of funding had been allocated to 5 areas of Wolverhampton this summer.
(CM) Highlight that there had been an increase in the amount of Asians stopped in the month of March.

(KK) raised the fact that this could be down to gang affiliation and drug dealing in the area. It was also mentioned that members of the Kurdish community being stopped could have had an influence on the figures.

No quires were raised with reference to the figures by Neighbourhood.

By Object/Power Description
(BM) asked the question around the field ‘Duty not paid’ 

It was explained that this is a power used by Customs and Excise and the figures would be due to an operation in the Whitmore Reans area.

Out Come by description
(GS) Asked for clarification around ‘Substance seized person not arrest’.

(SF) Explained that for person stopped with very small quantities of substances such as Cannabis and if they have no previous similar convictions arrested would not be proportionate and not in the Public interest. Street caution could be used as an alternative but the offence would still be recorded as a crime.

It was also explained that all youths would have to be sent to YOT to decide on any outcome.
