1) What work did he do at 10 Downing Street, and when?

2) What evidence exists of the work he did at 10 Downing Street?
In response to your request, the Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner (OPCC) must provide a refusal notice due to the information being provided to the OPCC within a CV. I can advise that the OPCC consider the CV to consist of personal information, and therefore this information is exempt under Section 40 (2) of the Freedom of Information Act as complying with the request would breach any of the principles in the UK General Data Protection Regulation. We also consider that a CV is shared with a reasonable assumption that it is provided to us in confidence.

However, in order to be of some assistance, the OPCC can confirm that Wasim Ali worked at 10 Downing Street in a voluntary work capacity assisting with the Points of Light scheme under Prime Minister David Cameron from 2014-2016. There is no direct evidence of this work, however we are happy to supply a copy of a tweet published at the time of the voluntary work if requested. 
Freedom of Information Right of Appeal 

Any person who has requested information from the Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner (OPCC) and is unhappy with the way their request for information has been handled can request a review of their case.
