Thank you for your freedom of information request received in this office on 1st February 2022 in which you asked:
1. In 2016, the independent complaint regulator, the Independent Office of Police Conduct, at the voluntary referral of WMP Commissioner Rgt Hon Bob Jones, in 2013, reported [ref XXXXXXXXXX] "widespread". "evidence mishandling" by West Midlands Police so-called "Professional Standards Dept"in the complaint case of local member of community XXXXXXXXXX.  XXXXXXXXXX was established as "f'in nigga" racially assaulted back in 2007, at XXXXXXXXXX doorstep outside his XXXXXXXXXX flat in jury verdict XXXXXXXXXX.. Can the Commissioner's Office, whom claim to; and are supposed to "monitor" Professional Standards, confirm the IOPC report XXXXXXXXXX findings; and consider the findings of "widespread evidence mishandling" with respect to XXXXXXXXXX rejected complaint where Evidence Fixer Thompson rejected XXXXXXXXXX proven XXXXXXXXXX jury verdict complaint 2018 ?

2. The result of any internal review will be communicated to the appellant outlining the decisions taken.
