3. I would like all copies of receipts and anything else that has been provided to The Police and Crime Commissioners Office as proof of money spent by The Friends of George's Park, Lozells.
In response to your request, I can confirm as follows: 
1. The Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner (OPCC) do not complete risk assessments on Active Citizens Fund projects. The OPCC provides the funding for the project, which is £5,000 or under, and it is expected that organisations deliver their projects appropriately and in lines with their application and grant agreement. 

The OPCC conduct due diligence and financial checks on the organisations; this is in proportion to the value of the project. In relation to Active Citizens Fund projects, the OPCC ensures that they are an established organisation on Companies’ House. Websites, news pages and social media is also checked. 

2. Please see the attachment titled “FOI – 038-22 – Attachment 1 Grant Agreement Template.” 

3. The OPCC holds no information in relation to this request. The Friends of George’s Park project remains ongoing and is due to finish in September 2022. The evidence of spend will therefore be submitted at the conclusion of the project.
