In response to your request, I can confirm as follows: 

Follow up to Question 2 Response: 
The Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner does not employ any individuals contracted for the provision of services as employees of the Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner.     
The Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner has contracts for the provision of services with a number of individuals.  In each case, a contract for the provision of services sets out the services that the contracted individual is to provide. 

The contracts for the provision of services into which the OPCC has entered with individuals include the provision of the following:

· 16 x legally qualified chairs of police misconduct panels

· 13 x independent membership of police misconduct panels

· 9 x provision of stop and search training

· 8 x provision of “Precious Lives” training

· 6 x membership of the Strategic Policing and Crime Board

· 2 x membership of the Joint Audit Committee 

· 1 x provision of strategic advice to the West Midlands Violence Reduction Partnership

Follow up to Question 5 Response: 

i) They are paid a fee, which is before tax. 

ii) The Assistant Police and Crime Commissioners submit an invoice for their fee on a monthly basis. They are not paid via PAYE.

iii) Please see the attachment titled “FOI – 027-23 – Assistant PCC appointment, remuneration and vetting Attachment 1.” You will note that the documents include redacted text. I can confirm that the redacted information relates to third parties whose details are not in the public domain and is therefore exempt in accordance with Section 40 (2). This exemption covers the personal data of third parties, where complying with the request would breach any of the principles in the UK General Data Protection Regulation.
