In response to your request, the Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner (OPCC) can confirm as follows: 

In the financial year 2022/23, the OPCC did not commission a Domestic Abuse Perpetrator Programme (a structured behaviour-change programme, as per Respect standards). 
However, the OPCC did commission various domestic abuse and domestic abuse-related interventions of which we are happy to provide information on. 

These included CARA, The Alcohol related DA Course and the Early Awareness Stalking Intervention (EASI). All programmes are offered as part of an out of court disposal and, as such, do not accept self-referrals. The referring agency into these interventions is West Midlands Police. 

1. All 3 interventions are delivered as Out of Court Disposal’s by West Midlands Police across the whole Force area.

CARA: Delivered by The Hampton Trust - CARA Course - 2 x 5 hour sessions (or 2 x 1:1 telephone sessions for none English speakers or offenders with mental health needs eg anxiety). Standard or Medium Risk DA Offenders who admit the offence and have little or no prior DA history. Victim actively prefers an Out of Court Disposal to Court.

Alcohol Related DA Course: Delivered by Cranstoun and includes a one to one assessment of alcohol and other substance use / mental health issues – onward referrals where appropriate. 6 x 2 hour group sessions covering alcohol abuse and impact on intimate partner and wider family relationships, identification of triggers and coping and avoidance strategies.

EASI: This is a multi-agency intervention delivered in partnership between West Midlands Police, HMPPS Psychology Services, FPC Ltd., Black Country Women’s Aid, The Alice Ruggles Trust and evaluated by the University of Derby. Delivering early, brief psychological intervention for ex-partner stalking perpetrators to encourage behavioural change and reduce reoffending, whilst providing specialist support for victim-survivors.
