Thank you for your freedom of information request received in this office on 17th August 2023 in which you asked:
Please confirm or deny that there was an incident involving the Chief Constable of West Midlands Police that did occur within approximately the last three months, but in this year and that the overall circumstances were that:

There was a function at Tally Ho, or at another establishment.

The Chief Constable was in attendance.

The Chief Constable had consumed alcohol and was to some extent inebriated.

A taxi was requested to collect him

The taxi driver upon arrival was confronted by the Chief Constable.

That there may have been racist comments directed at the taxi driver by the Chief.

That in any event the taxi driver felt intimidated or threatened and called 999.

That if not the taxi driver, the chief Constable or another person called 999.

That there were other WMP officers present at the scene.

That a force control incident log was generated.

That following intervention by others the Chief Constable was persuaded to go inside Tally Ho training centre and to go to a special quarters available at the time for him to sleep off the effects of inebriation.

That whilst in said room he became very angry and in a rage caused criminal damage to the room interior.

That when this criminal damage was discovered by staff at Tally Ho a criminal damage report was generated. A reference number exists for the crime.

Please confirm or deny each of the above matters.

Please confirm any measures taken involving the Chief Constable such as reflective learning or restricted duties or suspension.

Who has paid for the criminal damage to the room?

Has the Police and Crime Commissioner been informed and what actions have been taken and when was this?

Please confirm any ongoing internal investigation taking place.

Please confirm if the Home Secretary has been made aware and the Mayor of Birmingham?

Please confirm whether any interview with the Chief Constable will be conducted about the matter and who will carry this out?

Please if entirely refuting the above matter, explain why a crime report of criminal damage at Tally Ho training college was generated.
In response to your request, the Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner can neither confirm or deny the request. Please be advised that the FOI Act only extends to requests for recorded information.  It does not require public authorities to answer questions generally and does not extend to requests for information about policies or their implementation, or the merits or demerits of any proposal or action unless the answer to any such request is already held in recorded form.

The result of any internal review will be communicated to the appellant outlining the decisions taken.
